The Faculty, informed by the relevant Department may apply to Senate for exemption of candidate from 
attendance and assessment in a module on the grounds of their having obtained credits for the same or 
equivalent modules prescribed for another qualification of the University or College, provided such University or 
College is CHE (Council for Higher Education) accredited.
